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1. WHAT IS DMFT?

District Mineral Foundations (DMF) are statutory bodies established by the State Governments by
notification. They derive their legal status from section 9B of the Mines and Minerals (Development and
Regulation) Act, 1957 as amended on 26th March 2015 as Mines and Minerals (Development and
Regulation) Amendment Act, 2015. This amendment came into force on 12th January 2015. Each DMF is a
trust established in mining-affected districts across the country.

The objective of DMF is to work for the interest of the persons and areas affected by mining-related
operations in such manner as may be prescribed by the State Government, from time to time.

2. MISSION AND VISION OF THE TRUST

The mission of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to “work for the welfare and development of
mining-affected communities™.

The vision of the District Mineral Foundation (DMF) Trust is to “alleviate the adverse impacts of mining on
communities and environment, and create sustainable development opportunities for current and future
generations”.

3. FUNCTIONS OF DMF TRUST

The DMF Trust is responsible for:

The implementation of various welfare and developmental projects in mining-affected areas.
Minimizing/mitigating the adverse impacts, during and after mining, on the environment, health, and
socio-economic status of the people in mining areas.

e Ensuring long-term sustainable livelihoods for the affected people in mining areas.

It undertakes the following activities for this purpose:

Receive, maintain, manage, release, and utilize the funds accrued.
Plan, identify, design, and undertake suitable welfare and developmental projects, following due
procedure.
e Monitor and coordinate with various executing agencies at the field level for successful
implementation of projects taken up.
Ensure convergence with ongoing/existing schemes/projects of State and Central Government.
Identify and promote innovative solutions.
Ensure regular and swift redressal of grievances.
Coordinate with District rural development authority (DRDA) and the Mines and Mineral

Department.
e Any other work entrusted.
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4. About Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana (PMKKKY)

This program is meant to provide for the welfare of areas and people affected by mining-related operations.
The most productive mining areas in the country are large areas inhabited by scheduled tribes. They also are
mainly located in the areas covered by the Fifth Schedule of the Constitution. The PMKKKY is, therefore,
very sharply focused on safeguarding the health, environment, and economic conditions of the tribals and
providing them with opportunities to benefit from the vast mineral resources that are extracted from the
areas where they live.

The overall objective of the PMKKKY scheme includes
1. To implement various developmental and welfare projects/programs in mining-affected areas, and
these projects/ programs will complement the existing ongoing schemes/ projects of State and
Central Government;
2. To minimize/mitigate the adverse impacts, during and after mining, on the environment, health, and
socio-economics of people in mining districts;
3. And to ensure long-term sustainable livelihoods for the affected people in mining districts.

The PMKKKY may cover the activities listed below:

High priority areas — at least 60% of PMKKKY funds to be utilized under these heads:

a. Drinking water supply —centralized purification systems, water treatment plants, permanent/temporary
water distribution network including standalone facilities for drinking water, laying of the piped water

supply system.

b. Environment preservation and pollution control measures- effluent treatment plants, prevention of
pollution of streams, lakes, ponds, groundwater, and other water sources in the region, measures for
controlling air and dust pollution caused by mining operations and dumps, mine drainage system, mine
pollution prevention technologies, and measures for working or abandoned mines and other air, water &

surface pollution control mechanisms required for environment-friendly and sustainable mine development.

c. Health care —the focus must be on creating primary/secondary health care facilities in the affected areas.
The emphasis should not be only on the creation of the health care infrastructure, but also on the provision
of necessary staffing, equipment, and supplies required for making such facilities effective. To that extent,
the effort should is supplemented and works in convergence with the existing healthcare infrastructure of the
local bodies, state, and Central government. The expertise is available with the National Institute of Miners’

Health may also be drawn upon to design special infrastructure needed to take care of mining-related
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illnesses and diseases. Group Insurance Scheme for health care may be implemented for mining-affected

persons.

d. Education — construction of school buildings, Additional classrooms, Laboratories, Libraries, Art and
crafts room, Toilet blocks, Drinking water provisions Residential Hostels for students/teachers in remote
areas, sports infrastructure, engagement of teachers/other supporting staff, e-learning setup, another

arrangement of transport facilities (bus/van/cycles /rickshaws/ etc.) and nutrition-related programs.

e. The welfare of Women and Children- Special programs for addressing problems of maternal and child

health, malnutrition, infectious diseases, etc. can be taken up under the PMKKKY.

f. The welfare of aged and disabled people — Special program for the welfare of aged and disabled
people.

g. Skill development—skill development for livelihood support, income generation, and economic activities
for local eligible persons. The projects/schemes may include training, development of skill development
centers, self-employment schemes, support to Self Help Groups, and provision of forwarding and backward

linkages for such self-employment economic activities.

h. Sanitation— collection, transportation & disposal of waste, cleaning of public places, provision of proper
drainage & Sewage Treatment Plant, provision for disposal of fecal sludge, provision of toilets, and other

related activities.

Other priority Areas — Up to 40% of the PMKKKY to be utilized under these heads
a. Physical infrastructure - providing required physical infrastructure - road, bridges, railways, and

waterways projects.

b. Irrigation - developing alternate sources of irrigation, and adoption of suitable and advanced irrigation

techniques

c. Energy and Watershed Development - Development of alternate sources of energy (including
micro-hydel) and rainwater harvesting system. Development of orchards, integrated farming, economic

forestry, and restoration of catchments.

d. Any other measures for enhancing environmental quality in the mining district.
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5. GODDA: OVERVIEW OF THE DISTRICT AND THE MINING AFFECTED AREAS
Godda district is one of the twenty-four districts of Jharkhand state in eastern India. It lies in the

northeastern part of the state. The geographical area that now comprises the Godda district used to be part of
the erstwhile Santhal Parganas district. Godda town is the headquarters of the Godda district. The area of the

district is 2110 km?, with a population of around 8,61,000. The main economic activity of the people is

agriculture, and the major crops are paddy, wheat, and maize. Godda is the land of a tribe called Santhals

The local inhabitants also include the non-tribal and urban people.

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6. GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT OF THE TRUST

6.1 Establishment Deed for the DMFT

In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (4) of sections 15 and 15A, read with section 9B of
Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Act, 1957 (Act 67 of 1957), the Jharkhand District
Mineral Foundation Rules, 2016 has been framed to regulate the composition, functions, and manner of
working of the District Mineral Foundations (DMF), the amount of payment to be made to the DMFs by the
concession holders of minerals for the welfare and benefit of persons and areas affected by mining-related
operations vide Notification No. Kha. Ni. (Vividh)-76/2015-804/M, Ranchi, dt. 21.03.2016, of the
Government of Jharkhand.

The details regarding definitions, Trust and its constitution, composition of Governing Council of District
Mineral Foundation, powers and function of the Board, composition, powers, and function of the Managing
Committee, funds of the Trust, bank accounts, the amount payable by lessees of minerals to the Trust,
permissible activities, areas affected by mining operations, special provisions for scheduled areas, execution
of works or contracts, maintenance of accounts, audit, annual report, maintenance of transparency,
monitoring of the amount payable to the Trust, power of Government to relax the operation of any provision
of these rules and power of Government to remove difficulties are explained in the above-mentioned
notification.

6.2 Governance and Organization Structure of the DMF Trust

The DMF Trust is headed by the Deputy Commissioner who acts as the Chairperson-Cum-Managing
Committee and Governing Council. Development Deputy Commissioner acts as the Secretary of the
committees. The managing committee is presided over by the Deputy Commissioner. Other members will
be the Deputy Development Commissioner, Superintendent of Police, Divisional Forest officer, civil
surgeon, District Mining Officer, and District Panchayati Raj Officer and the committee should meet at least
once in two months. The governing council is also presided over by Deputy Commissioner, Development
Deputy Commissioner will be the member secretary and the members from various depts., Hon.MP, ML As
of the District or their representatives, Members of GPs, and Zila Parishads are the members and the council
should convene at least 4 times a year.

6.3 Governing Council and Managing Committee

The meeting of Governing Council shall be
convened as desired by the Chairman. The Quorum of such meeting shall be one-third of the total
membership. The meeting of the Managing Committee shall be held at least six times in a financial year and
it shall be convened as decided by the chairman of the Managing Committee.

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9. PLANNING AND ALLOCATION

9.1 Annual Planning Process

DMFT practices a bottom-up planning approach to understanding people’s needs and include such
considerations in the DMF plan. As per provisions of Jharkhand DMFT Rules 2016, the selection of
schemes is to be done entirely by the Gram Sabha and as per provisions of PMKKKY guidelines. The Gram
Sabha in consultation with the Mukhiya / Up-mukhiya has to identify works to be carried out under priority
and other priority areas. The Managing Committee does not have any overriding power in the selection or

approval of the schemes. The Governing Board after due consultation passes a resolution approving the
proposed plan in its meeting.

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An Overview

Total of 254 schemes have been taken under the DMFT in the FY 2022-23 in crucial sectors such as
drinking water, Environment Preservation & Control, health, education, skill development, infrastructure,
irrigation, energy & watershed, and afforestation in the past one year. The priority is given to the directly
affected areas. The DMFT had also prepared an annual action plan for the financial year for the smooth
functioning and execution of the schemes.

During the Financial Year, 2022 -23 projects were administratively approved. The following tables contain
the sector-wise projects and details of the project.

Analysis of Fund Allocation

Sector Wise Details of the scheme (F.Y 2022-23)
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10.1 Drinking Water

Due to high pollution caused by mining and related industrial activities, the availability of clean drinking
water is a significant challenge in all mining-affected areas. In most cases, vital surface water bodies such as
rivers are highly polluted. Groundwater is equally polluted due to water discharge from mines and leaching.
Depleting groundwater tables due to unbridled industrial as well as personal extraction compounds the
problem further. Hence, mining-affected areas have allocated DMF funds for drinking water in varied
proportions. The type of work undertaken to fix the problem of drinking water supply is also varied.

Godda district has been suffering from drought last year due to which there has been severe shortage during
monsoon and also during other times of the year. In such a situation, there has been an acute shortage of
water in various traditional sources of water like rivers, dams, ponds, wells etc. The water table of Godda
district is at a very low level. In view of the above problem, replacement of rotten iron pipe of 1365
handpumps lying closed as an alternative to drinking water for common people has been implemented from
DMFT fund.

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The extraction of minerals from nature often creates imbalances, which adversely affect the environment.

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10.3 Health

Delivery of healthcare services is one of the critical challenges faced by mining-affected areas across the
district. The problem is multi-pronged. While there is a dearth of adequate infrastructure, there is also an
acute shortage of resources such as necessary equipment, health staff, and even doctors to run existing
public health facilities. The situation needs reprieve at all levels, from primary health care in rural areas to
district hospitals. It has been identified that the Godda district faces challenges in providing adequate
healthcare workers (doctors, nurses, paramedical staff, etc.) and medical equipment in various directly &
indirectly affected mining areas. Thus, the district administration implemented various schemes shown
below in the health sector to improvise the existing healthcare facilities in both the directly & indirectly
affected mining areas.

Under the Anaemia Mukt Bharat initiative, through meticulous planning and execution, a comprehensive
intervention strategy was implemented throughout the DMFT. Rigorous awareness campaigns were
conducted, emphasizing the importance of nutrition and iron-rich diets. Regular Health checkups & blood
samples were taken in Govt. Schools, Anganwadi Centres, Healthcare centres etc. As a result, the initiative
successfully reduced anaemia prevalence, significantly improving the overall health and well-being of the
people of Godda. This extraordinary accomplishment made a significant achievement in reaching Godda at
Rank 1 position during the month of Oct’22-Dec’22.

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10.3 Education

Providing access to quality education and improving levels of learning is one of India’s key sustainable
development goals. However, in most mining districts, particularly in remote and tribal areas, the state of
public education is fraught with poor infrastructure, and a dearth of both resources and teachers. Meager
income also limits people’s ability to send their children to private schools. In these areas, the dropout level
of children is also considerably high after elementary school, particularly among girls. Even though Sarva
Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA) and Rashtriya Madhyamik Shiksha Abhiyan (RMSA) have been allotting
considerable budgets for elementary and middle school education, the goals are far from being met.

DMF comes as a big additional resource for mining-affected areas to improve overall educational outcomes
through, focused interventions. This includes strengthening primary, secondary, and higher education to
improve gross enrolment and reduce dropouts, improving learning outcomes among marginalized and tribal
communities, increasing employability among youth, empowering the vulnerable sections, and reducing
overall financial insecurity. The DMF, Godda has identified the most vulnerable areas of the district where
the IFR/CFR community resides inside the district in order to provide them with better education facilities.
For doing this, DMF has developed schools & model Anganwadi centers with no buildings in various areas
of Godda district including Sunderpahadi, Basantrai, Boarijhor, Poraiyahat etc.

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10.4 Skill Development

Lack of secure income and sustainable livelihood opportunities are the looming concerns in all
mining-affected areas, reflected acutely in the high proportion of non-workers in the working-age group, of
marginal, casual, and manual workers, and poor income levels of the people. Income security and livelihood
opportunities are the foundation of securing better standards of living and have a bearing on other human
development indicators as well. Consequently, creating viable livelihood avenues for mining-affected people
is a key prerogative of DMFs.

However, so far, this focus on providing skill development training and generating livelihood opportunities
has not been given priority inside the district. But in this financial year, a project has been implemented
from the DMFT in which 1000 beneficiaries has been selected from the mining affected rural areas in order
to ensure food security, improve nutritional status and reduce the poverty of landless, marginal, and small
rural households through boosting oyster Mushroom production and improving income-generating
opportunities at the household and community levels in Godda.

The DMF has always been an important implementing body in developing various infrastructure inside the
district. Whether it is a matter of constructing roads, boundary wall, godown, sheds, etc. DMF has invested
a large amount of money in developing the infrastructural facilities inside the district. The District Mineral
Foundation Trust (DMFT) had set its sights on improving the physical infrastructure of the region through
the implementation of 189 schemes, in adherence to the Pradhan Mantri Khanij Kshetra Kalyan Yojana
(PMKKKY) guidelines. One of the foremost priorities of the DMFT was to enhance the connectivity of the
district through a comprehensive road development plan. Dilapidated and narrow roads that once hindered
progress were now being widened, upgraded, and paved with modern materials.
To overcome the geographical challenges posed by rivers and streams, the DMFT embarked on an
ambitious bridge construction initiative. Recognizing the importance of agriculture in the region, the DMFT
prioritized the construction of godowns. These facilities will provide local farmers with secure storage
spaces for their produce, protecting it from spoilage and ensuring that they could access fair prices in the
market.

Interventions- In Godda, most of the women population belonging to rural communities are unemployed and
unskilled because of this they have no option rather than working as a laborer or selling local alcohols.
However, agriculture comes with many uncertainties and is not an income source for landless households. It
has been experienced and observed that poor families require 3-4 sources of livelihood to get out of poverty.
The cultivable irrigated land and per capita land availability of people is very less in Godda and hence we
have to look for alternative income- generating activities to gain more profit from a minimum area with
negligible irrigation because most of the traditional crops need water in huge amounts which is very difficult
to arrange in the district.

Keeping this in mind, oyster mushrooms can be the most appropriate and suitable fungi to adopt for
generating a good source of income. It requires the least skill and minimum land to gain good income for
livelihood and also needs very low water to grow. Due to its excellent nutritious value, it has gained good
space in the kitchen of urban as well as rural areas. But on the contrary. a large population is not knowing how
to grow and commercialize it for income generation. There is a need for creating awareness about the
economic importance of the crop and training on its production technology among the people.

Brief of the project- The project aims to form groups of farmers and their capacity building for the
production of oyster mushrooms through training and technology transfer. The promotion of participatory
research and extension approaches the formation and strengthening of community-based producer groups
which will ensure the sustainability of project interventions.

Oyster Mushroom production for livelihood in the villages of Godda will ensure that promoting these
crops/plants will generate income around the year for the people of Godda due to several reasons given
below:

a. Oyster mushrooms require less irrigated land for the cultivation of traditional as well as high- value crops.
b. It requires less water.

c. Easy to learn to grow after proper training and can earn a good amount of money.

d. It has high nutritious value.

e. It has a good market value because people like to have it in their kitchen for almost every class of people.

f. Oyster mushrooms can be grown around the year
